necessary o oblain an MU 13 Degree in Journaiism in the second two academic years, The
basic obligations of cach party in this Agreement arc set forth n Section 1. Costs, regutations

and administiative procedures are stipulated in Section 11

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University Linisons
4) MU and SNU. each, will designute a faculty representative to serve as liaison for the
program. They will confer periadically with each other.
Housing
5) SNU students are eligible for available housing during their period of study at MU,
cither on or off campus, including Jimited home-stay housing. Lvery effort will be
made (o give students their first housing choice, but & specific type of housing cannot
be guaranteed.

Luws and Regulations

6) SNU CUDP students are subject (o Jaws of the national, state, and local jurisdictions
in which ML is located, and are expected to comply with such laws. n addition. each
SNU student wha enrolls at MU will be expected 1o comply with its policies and
procedurcs. A student who fails to maintain satisfuctory academic performance or
who violates MU policies may be subject to dismissal.

Insurance

7). All interustional and exchange students at MU must be enrolled in and billed for MU

mand:tory interaatioual student health insurance coverage.  Students will be billed
for the cost of insurance coverage upon registration at M. The cost of any medical
insurance required hereunder, us well s any madical expenses not covered by such
insurance, shall be the personal responsibility of the exchange students.
Withdrawal and Transfer
8) $NU students who withdraw from, or are unable to maintain enrollment in the
CUDP, will be subject ta the MU refund policy with regard to all wition und fees,
91 MU agrees to notity SNU within 24 hours of fhe student’s withdrawal from alt
classes prior to the conelusion of the academic semesier.

Pre-Application and Adm Requirements

1) SNU students who apply o the CUDP must first be nominated by SNU.

2) Fach CUDP nomince should have a 3.4 plus GPA and 100 phus TOEF. scores (or

IELTS scores).
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3) SNU will ensure that cach CUDP nominee:

completed requirements as agreed (o helow and that SNU is fully supportive of the
student entecing the CUDP between SNU and MU,

) Will have the student fill out and submil with all required docaments the MU
international student online application form and pay the application fee.

€} las established that course offerings available at MU and the participating CUDP

Undergraduate degree programs are compatible with hee/his acadermic goals.

d) Has no discipfinary action pending at SNU
€} Shauld be aceepted for admission to MU.
£) Has teanseripts o show the courses with course description. which have beon
taken in SN
4) MU determines the academic eligibility of each studunt nominated by SKU. and

has the right 1o refuse §

U students who do not meet the requirements.

Registration and Enrollment Requirements

5) CUDP students must be carofled and registered for a full course load while cnrolled at
ML

6) Once a SNU student is offered and aecepts admission to the MU CUDE. MU will
appoint an advisor (o help CUDP students with course sections.

7). Under the Agreement, MU shall provide apprapriste academic programs and
summer-session professional program fur SNU students. The participating academic

program at ML shall provide SNU C

JPD students an articulation document
comtaining (1) SNU courscs that can be transferred to MU and (2) a study plan
showing sequences of MU courses towards obtaining the MU dogrec.

Tuition and Fees

8) SN students will be responsible for their application fees. non-rosident fuition fees,

and student fees. as well as their Living costs

the MU including librarics, computer Labs and other regular university facilitics.

10 The CUDP procedures and charges described herein are based on university und
depuctmental policies which may change from year to year, The informatian cited by
the official MU websites ceferced to in this document shall, at the time of a student's
application, supersede the corresponding procedures and charges described herein.

exchange. The host institution will act as the point of contact with the student.
